2025 theme

The 2025 edition marks the 20th anniversary of the Prize and focuses on the theme
“Preparing learners and teachers for the sthical and responsible use of artificial
intelligence™. It. will recognize projects that enable young generations and education
stakeholders to acquire key skills in arlificial intelligence, helping them to develop critical
thinking and to make the best possible use of this already ubiguitous technolagy, The Prize
seeks lo surface and spotlight best practices that provide training programmes, eompatency
frameworks, curricula, as well as professional development models for teachars and leamers
on Al, across all education levels and in both formal and non-farmal leaming environmanits.
The profect could also include institutional guidance, policy documents, and practices,
alongside capacity-building inltiatives that support the ethical and responsible use of Al for
leachers and leamers.

be replicated In othar contexts and shows promise for further optimization and sgaling
to expand its impact.
